Join some of the best scholastic players in New Mexico as they battle for titles in four rated and three unrated sections at the 2006 Monte Vista K-12 Scholastic Chess Tournament.  BugHouse teams will compete for titles in Open and K-6 sections following.  The tournament will be held on the campus of Monte Vista Elementary School, 3211 Monte Vista Blvd. NE, Albuquerque, NM 87106. K-12 MVES SCHOLASTIC TOURNAMENT DETAILS:  This G/30 tournament (game in 30 minutes for each player) will feature four sections for rated players and three sections for newer, non-rated players.  Trophies will be given to the top nine players in each section. All entrants will receive a tournament ribbon. Doors will open at 8 a.m. and start times, EXCEPT for the Open Section, will be 9 a.m., 10:30 a.m., noon, and 1:30 p.m., with all matches played in the MVES gymnasium.  The G/45 Open Section (game in 45 minutes per player) will begin play at 8:30 a.m. with subsequent start times of  10:15 a.m., noon, and 1:45 p.m., with all matches played in the school library.  Games in all sections will be based on the Swiss System of play, and players in rated games must use clocks. Players in unrated sections do not need clocks, but clocks are encouraged to promote good play.  All players should bring their own chess board, clock (rated players), pencils, and notation sheets.  Chess equipment will be on sale at the tournament. Drinks, snacks and some substantial food will be sold in the school cafeteria.  Numerous sit-down and fast-foot restaurants are located within three blocks of MVES in the area of Central Avenue and Girard Boulevard near the UNM campus. (There is little break time between games, however.)  The cafeteria will be available for families to hang out during the tournament, and the school grounds feature a playground area for younger kids, a track, sidewalks and basketball courts for older students. (Sorry kids, no skateboards are allowed on campus).
ELIGIBILITY: Players in rated sections must have a United States Chess Federation (USCF) membership and USCF number (see details below).  Players in non-rated sections do not need a USCF number.
ENTRY FEE for the tournament is $15 per player and $10 for each additional sibling. (Discounts are available for school teams of 10 players or more, and for MVES alumni; inquire with tournament coordinator.) Entry for the K-12 tournament is limited to the first 226 players who sign up. When registering for the K-12 tournament, please select from one of the following sections: 
(1) Open/Championship: G/45, must be USCF-rated 

(2) U1100/Reserve Section: Under 1100 USCF rating; G/30
(3) U800/Novice Section: Under 800 USCF rating; G/30
(4) U600/Booster Section: Under 600 USCF rating; G/30
(5) Non-Rated for Grades K-3rd: G/30, no USCF rating required

(6) Non-Rated for Grades 4-6th: G/30, no USCF rating
(7) Non-Rated for Grades 7-12th: G/30, no USCF rating

Half-point byes for one round only are available if requested by 8 a.m. day of the tournament. (Half-point byes are for players who have other obligations and will need to miss one round only, but wish to play in the other rounds.) An awards ceremony for the K-12 tournament will begin around 3:45 p.m.  
K-12 MONTE VISTA BUGHOUSE TOURNAMENT DETAILS:  The BugHouse Tournament will begin immediately following the K-12 awards ceremony, or at approximately 4 p.m.  PARENTS AND PLAYERS:  IF YOU REGISTER FOR BUGHOUSE, PLEASE COUNT ON STAYING PAST 6 P.M FOR FINAL GAMES AND AWARDS..  The BugHouse tournament has two sections: an Open Section for players in grades K thru 12, and a K-6 Section for players in grades K thru 6.  Teams are composed of two players.  Awards will be given to the top three teams in each section.  Awards will also be given to the top-scoring Open BugHouse teams whose average team rating is U1300, U1100, or U900, and to K-6 BugHouse teams whose average team rating is U800, U700, or U600. 
ENTRY FEE for the BugHouse tournament is $14 per team or $7 per player. Entries are limited to the first 110 two-person teams to sign up.  If you do not have a partner, we will attempt to match you with a partner of a similar playing strength, if possible.
